| am applying for the programme of Outdoor and Experiential Learning in the
University of Cumbria (MA) because | am keen on the concept of outdoor education
and leadership developed by learning adventures.

My interest in this area first arose when | have been volunteering in the NGO
“Sleeping Elephants”: this is a non-governmental and non-profit organization
promoting an active and healthy lifestyle, mainly know for climbing sports in Lithuania.
I work with children and adults with disabilities, providing paraclimbing trainings and
events for them.

Along with my passion for climbing, | am also always looking for ways to turn this
activity into a powerful learning tool. After my voluntary service in the NGO, | stayed
in Lithuania to head the education programmes inside climbing gym. During my work
in the children camps, | have implemented many outdoor learning practices such as
hiking, climbing, ropes courses, geocaching and group games. | concluded that
learning in the conditions of adventure and risk ensure self-awareness and self-
development, encourage voluntary work, building self-leadership, improve problem-
solving. The most important | gained from these activities that the learning process
was reciprocal for both teachers and students.

After course exploration, the modules “Learning from Adventure” and “Therapeutic
Opportunities in the Outdoors” seem very interesting to me. | would like to use
adventure and outdoor education as the tools for personal and social development
through experiential learning, non-formal, informal education and learning by doing.
Moreover, there are several other reasons why | aspire to study on this course: a long
history of providing postgraduate outdoor studies, starting in the 1960s and
opportunities for PhD research after achievement of a Master qualification.

In addition, after course exploration, | have noticed the discourse that goes to strong
leadership. All | know about leadership | learned from a climbing. When | arrived in
Lithuania, | wanted to get acquainted with an experienced climber with training next to

whom | could improve my technique and skills. But well-known climbers were very
busy to spend so much time with me, therefore one guy asked me to volunteer with
the newcomer’s group. | didn’t like this idea first: how | could develop my climbing
abilities among those who never climb the walls or rocks!? | decided to try because
refusing to request and say “no” is one of my weaknesses. Eventually, | have realized
that | could learn a lot from doing explanation, mentoring, teaching, sharing my
experience with others. Safety was a crucial issue for me. | passed the importance of
safety with my passion for storytelling and taking responsibility. During training, | tried
to develop the self-leadership among group members through common tasks based
on risk management, problem solving and teamwork.

In one-two upcoming years, | would like to improve with working in outdoor education
scope and develop myself as a leader for adventure learning and camps activities
with children and adults. Especially, | intend to use hiking, geocaching, indoor and
outdoor climbing as the tools for building leadership skills. My midterm career
objective is to obtain the PhD. Although a PhD is not the mandatory requirement to
becoming the leader of outdoor education it has been a long-held ambition of mine. At
present, | am particularly interested in the conditions and prerequisites how adventure
leadership could appear and develop among women. My long-term career goal is to
establish the study programme of outdoor education inside Ukrainian universities.

| have mentioned in the application form that my level of English was B2. | have
passed TOEFL two years ago. | am going to pass IELTS soon, because my language
level has changed significantly.

| have applied for Chevening Scholarships and hope to get it to come my dream true.
