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Introduction

The idea of studying democracy is not new; it has a history. The
elements of youth educating on the issues of civic education and life
in democratic society existed in European countries for many years.
In particular, children and youth acquired knowledge about the polit-
ical system of their countries and constitutional rights of citizens
thorough the traditional educational methods. Such training was usu-
ally passive and insufficient. Citizenship for many ordinary people
meant obeying the laws and participating in general elections.

But for the last years events in Europe threatened the existence
of this traditional model of citizenship. Such events include:

e cthnic conflicts and terrorism;

e global threats and lack of security in the world;

e development of new information and communication tech-
nologies;

e ecologic problems;

e migration of population;

e appearance of the new forms of collective identity which were
previously persecuted;

e the need for the increase of personal autonomy and new form
of equality;

e weakening of social solidarity and unity of people;

e distrust in the traditional political institutes, forms of gover-
nance and political leaders;

e enhancement of economic and cultural interconnection and
interdependence on the local and international levels.

These and the other changes distinctly predetermined formation
of the new type of citizen, not only educated but also active, capa-
ble of making his/her contribution in the life of society, country, the
whole world and taking wider responsibility.
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Preconditions for the appearance and the main
aims of education for democratic citizenship
and human rights

90t of the XX century are referred to as the decade of citizen-
ship. It was the decade of historical changes which left their trace in
perception of citizenship and civic education, i.e., post-communist
changes, crisis in economically developed countries, globalization
processes, appearance of new technologies, etc. This was the period
of challenges and indefiniteness, preconditioned by the strengthening
of the main values of the present time, such as work, society, nation,
state. These years bore the new type of optimism on the basis of
interconnected influence of «Millennium Complex» and renewal of
citizenship virtues [3].

In difficult times the ideals of citizenship were always referred to
as the hope, way of solving the problems or new impulse of civiliza-
tion development. For the time being the society talks about the new
social contract, based on the rights and duties of the citizens who
could restore social consent and solidarity, grounded on moral law
and order. Is this opinion the type of new utopia? Can the human
society reconcile the contradictory demands of competition and
unity? Is human capable of generating and managing such activities?
Can the education contribute into the similar progress of civilization?

Such questions do not result from the usual curiosity. They are
directed at elimination of consequences of constant encroachment
and pressure on the democratic society. They reflect the embarrass-
ment and anxiety, and at the same time assurance in the possibilities
of human education. In connection with the above mentioned facts
correlation «education-citizenship-democracy» becomes the sphere
for concentrating the expectations of different citizenships, such as
leaders, top managers, politicians, teachers, parents, representatives
of business, trade unions, social employees, priests, political leaders,
mass media, representatives of youth organizations, activists on
human rights, servicemen, police officers, representatives of immi-
gration service, etc. [3].

Such interest in the problems of distribution and development of
education for the democratic citizenship and human rights education
is reflected in different researches, political declarations and activities
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on the level of state and ordinary citizens. At present civic education
is the main aim of the educational reforms throughout Europe. Many
organizations, unions and independent experts realize proper alterna-
tive reformation processes bottom up. These spontaneous initiatives
propose interesting decisions based on the authorities, autonomy and
property. In other words, education for democratic citizenship and
human rights education is the subject of thematic research, priority of
educational policy and sphere of social interest.

The development of Education for Democratic Citizenship and
Human Rights Education was greatly enhanced by the second Sum-
mit of the Council of Europe organized in Strasburg on October
10-11, 1997. During this Summit leaders of the countries and govern-
ments took a decision «to initiate the growth of democratic citizen-
ship for the citizens to understand their rights and duties in the dem-
ocratic society» [4]. Such decision reflected the growing understand-
ing of the importance of education for the promotion of the main val-
ues of the Council of Europe, such as democracy, human rights and
supremacy of law, as well as prevention of human right violation. In
wider sense, education is more and more perceived as a mechanism
of protection from the growth of violence, racism, extremism, xeno-
phobia, discrimination and intolerance. It was widely accepted that
education greatly contributes to the social unity and social justice. On
the basis of decisions of the second Summit the wide range of coop-
eration programs in sphere of civic education and human rights edu-
cation, including formal and non-formal education, was expected to
be developed. With this purpose in 1997 the Committee on Education
of the Council of Europe launched the project «Education for
Democratic Citizenship» (hereafter referred to as EDC). The main
aim of the project is to satisfy the needs of member states. These needs
were clearly formulated on the Conferences of Ministers of Education
which took place in Madrid and Kristiansand. The participants
appealed to the Council of Europe with the request:

— to activate studying of democracy, human rights and tolerance
and pay special attention to the volume, content and methods of
studies, directed at the upbringing of the democratic citizenship in
schools, establishments for adult education and teacher training;

— to provide assistance to the member states in monitoring of
the programs on the civic education and human rights education and
analyzing its results;
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— to favor the development of the network of schools and teach-
ers actively involved in studying of democracy, human rights and tol-
erance.

On the 19t session of Constant Conference (Kristiansand, June
1997) the European Ministers mentioned that EDC should become
the priority for the educational policy. The following educational
aims for democratic citizenship were established:

— to research and develop the definition of citizenship taking
into account different situation in Europe and identify skills neces-
sary for practical realization of citizenship;

— to understand and analyze the types of educational experience
necessary for the children, youth and adults to master such skills;

— to provide support to the teachers and other members of ped-
agogic society (pedagogues, parents, employers, citizens) for the
development of their skills and reaching aims established for this
sphere;

— to prepare the set of instruction materials which will describe
the basic skills necessary for the effective citizenship;

— to cooperate with non-governmental organizations and profes-
sional networks;

— to support inclusion of pupil's rights in the legislation and
democratic procedures of decision making in schools;

— to protect the pupil's rights and encourage them for practical
realization of their rights.

In the Provision on Intentions (1996) the Committee on
Education of the Council of Europe declared that the new project
will cover the school and education of grown ups and will strive to
determine the purposes, content, and methodology of civic education
at the beginning of the 215 century. It will determine the way in
which the formal and non-formal education may assist the youth and
grown ups in acquiring motivation, knowledge and skills for the man-
agement of the democratic institutions, favor the power of law and
support human rights; set values and attitudes including tolerance,
solidarity, compassion, respect to others and civil courage.

With the development of EDC the Project received new politi-
cal impulse. Without changing the primary aims determined by the
Education Committee, results provided new political view for the
Project which later became emblematic for the Council of Europe.
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The first stage of project of the Council of Europe (1997-2002)
resulted in preparation of the Declaration and Action Program on
EDC approved during the Meeting of the Cabinet of Ministers in
Budapest on May 7, 1999. Besides, during the first stage different
structural units of the Council of Europe worked on analysis of def-
initions, main concepts, methods, practical lessons and materials,
supported local projects, created the so-called «bases of civic educa-
tion» in different countries. In October 2000 the results of the first
stage of the Project were supported by the Ministers of Education
during the meeting in Krakow. They confirmed that this Project shall
further continue and urged to prepare Recommendation of Cabinet
of Ministers in this sphere.

The second stage of the Project (2001—2004) was dedicated to
the development of policy directions, creation of the network of
member state coordinators in the EDC sphere and also preparation
of the European Year of Citizenship through Education in 2005.
Recommendations (2002) for the 12 Member States on Education
for Democratic Citizenship were approved on the second stage in
October 2002 on request of the Ministers of Education of the
Council of Europe.

The year 2005 as the European Year of Citizenship was quite
successful for increasing the understanding of the importance of edu-
cation for democratic citizenship among the member states, as well
as enlarging the number of countries in which EDC became the part
of educational and further programs. Such European Year and con-
ference dedicated to summarizing of the results which took place in
Romania provided the possibility for the states and non-governmen-
tal organizations to exchange the samples of effective practical meas-
ures in this sphere.

In October 2004 Parliamentary Assembly of the Council of
Europe recommended the Committee of Ministers to prepare the
European Framework Convention on Education for Democratic
Citizenship and Human Rights Education (Assembly Recommenda-
tions 1682 (2004) on Education for the Support of Europe); i.e.,
obligatory political document for all the member states in this sphere.
In December 2004 the «Wroclaw Declaration» accepted by the min-
isters of culture, education, youth and sport of the states - parties to
the European Cultural Convention, stated that «The Council of
Europe shall strengthen its role of advanced center on the political
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issues, directed on the development of knowledge, skills and positions
for life in democratic societies... With this aim it is recommended to
consider the development of the European standards by means of
corresponding contractual mechanisms...» [4].

In the sphere of youth policy International Educational Program
on Human Rights directed at «coordination of education on human
rights in the youth policy and practice of working with youth» was
launched from the beginning of 2000. In Resolution (2008) 23 on the
youth policy of the Council of Europe the Cabinet of Ministers addi-
tionally highlighted the important role of education on human rights
in the youth policy, determining the human rights and democracy as
the priorities for the youth policy, and also «for teaching young peo-
ple to use human rights and respect human dignity, and forming cor-
responding motivation» [4].

Another important aspect of activities of the Council of Europe
in the context of EDC has become the increase of interest in the
intercultural dialogue. This dialogue gains more importance in the
member states and is considered by the Council of Europe together
with the traditional priorities. The importance of education for the
democratic citizenship and human rights education for strengthening
the intercultural dialogue was recognized in «White Book on
Intercultural Dialogue» published in 2008 [4].

The importance of education for the democratic citizenship and
human rights education was recognized by the United Nations
Organization. The World Program of Education on Human Rights
approved by the General Assembly on December 10, 2004 includes
the global tasks for the strengthening and developing of the human
rights education during the first stage on the level of elementary and
secondary education in the UNO member states. The Council of
Europe supports UNO in the implementation of the World Program
in Europe within the limits of official agreement.

Within the third stage (2006—2009) of the Project the Steering
Committee of Education of the Council of Europe (hereafter referred
to as «CDED») predetermined conduction of a special research for
the necessity of preparation of the European framework political
document and preparation of recommendations concerning the range
of actions and versions of its form and content .

On the results of the research and discussion of its results in
which representatives of all the countries participated, it was agreed
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that the new document shall be adopted and the majority recom-
mended the document to be concluded in the form of non-obligato-
ry charter. Taking into account the above mentioned circumstances
the Committee took the following decision on March 20, 2009:

«Committee

— recognized the performance of editing group having prepared
the framework political document;

— considered the two proposals of the group and expressed the
preference for the Charter on Education for Democratic Citizenship
and Human Rights Education;

— underlined the benefits of such charter for the provision of sta-
ble development and practice of EDC in the member states;

— prepared «road map» for completing works on charter to the
plenary session of CDED in 2010»[4].
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Charter on Education for Democratic Citizenship
and Human Rights Education

Charter on Education for Democratic Citizenship and Human
Rights Education (hereafter referred to as the Charter; CEDC/HRE)
was approved on May 11, 2011 on the 120" meeting of the
Committee of Ministers of the Council of Europe.

The term «Charter» is applied in the international practice for
binding (for example, UNO Statute) and non-binding documents (for
example, Charter on the EU Main Rights and Duties). The name and
form of the Charter were chosen by the Council of Europe to demon-
strate serious intentions in this sector. As the Charter was approved
within the limits of Recommendations of the Council of Europe, it is
not binding from the point of view of civil and international law.

Text of the Charter includes recommendations and explanatory
memorandum.

CEDC/HRE is based on the right for education fixed in the
international law, in particular in the European Convention on
Human Rights (CED Ne 5), General Declaration of Human Rights,
International Pact on Economic, Social and Cultural Rights and
Convention on Children’s Rights. Besides the Charter takes into
account that World Conference on Human Rights (Vienna, 1993)
appealed to the countries to include the human rights, democracy
and supremacy of law to the educational programs of all the educa-
tional establishments of formal, non-formal and informal education.

The Charter predetermines implementation of education for the
democratic citizenship and human rights education through all types
of formal, non-formal and informal education. The Charter also
declares the development of European Framework Convention for
the Democratic Citizenship and Human Rights Education.

The Charter determined responsibility of all the member states
of the Council of Europe on the practical realization of education for
the democratic citizenship and human rights education, in which
civil organizations shall play the key role. Therefore, the Charter rec-
ommends wide implementations of its provisions in the organizations
responsible for education and youth, and also for the distribution of
Charter in the countries which are not member states of the Council
of Europe.
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The Charter underlines that it is not directly related to such
branches as intercultural education, education in sphere of equal
rights, education for stable development, education for peace, with
the exception of cases when they cross and cooperate with education
for the democratic citizenship and human rights education on (here-
after referred to as EDC/HRE).

The Charter defines the following terms:

— «education for democratic citizenship» — upbringing, prepara-
tion, informing, practice and activities directed through the transfer
of knowledge and skills at forming perception and developing attitude
and behavior, extending the possibilities to realize and protect dem-
ocratic rights and responsibility in society, appreciating multilateral-
ism, taking active part in democratic life with the aim of promoting
and protecting democracy and supremacy of law.

— «human rights education» — upbringing, preparation, educa-
tion, informing, practice and activities directed through the transfer
of knowledge and skills at forming of understanding, developing atti-
tude and behavior, extending the possibilities for creation and pro-
tection of general culture of human rights in society with the aim of
promoting and protecting human rights and liberties.

The Charter recognizes these notions to be interconnected and
underlines that the implementation of EDC/HRE shall be embedded
within the context of lifelong learning.

The Charter also determines terms of formal, non-formal and
informal education. Formal education means structured educational
process on pre-school, school and university levels. Non-formal edu-
cation means any education planned by the definite educational pro-
grams for the improvement of skills and competencies outside the
formal education. Informal education is the process of forming and
acquiring within the lifetime of attitudes, values, skills and knowledge
through the influence of daily educational processes and surround-
ings (family, friends, neighbors, mass media, work, game, etc.).

The Charter determines that the target groups of EDC/HRE are
politicians, educational experts, pupils, parents, educational institu-
tions, state officials, civil and youth organizations, mass media and
society.

The main criteria and principles determined by the Charter
include the possibility of receiving education for the democratic cit-
izenship and human rights education for every citizen during the for-
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mal general education and professional training, higher education, as
well as participation in the processes of democratic governance.
Besides, the Charter underlines the importance of the scientific
research, analysis of educational programs, innovative practices,
teaching methods, development of evaluation criteria.

To increase effectiveness of EDC/HRE the following stakehold-
ers shall be involved in the process: politicians, teachers, pupils, stu-
dents, attendees, parents, educational establishments, state officials,
civil organizations, mass media and public at large. EDC/HRE is the
part of educational process and plays important role in the realiza-
tion of educational principles and aims. Civil and youth organizations
make a great contribution in EDC/HRE, especially through non-for-
mal and informal education.

EDC/HRE is based on the support of intercultural dialogue, val-
ues of multilateralism and equality, including gender equality, for the
development of knowledge, social skills and realization of the meas-
ures for reducing conflicts and favoring the understanding of differ-
ent religions and ethnic groups, building cooperation on the basis of
human dignity and common values, supporting dialogue and peace-
ful settlement of problems and disputes.

The important mechanism of EDC/HRE realization is partner-
ship and cooperation of all the stakeholders engaged in the educa-
tional process in this sphere. Taking into account the international
character of rights and duties of a person, as well as general princi-
ples of democracy and supremacy of law, it is important to develop
international and regional cooperation and activities introduced by
the Charter for the exchange with good practice.

While establishing policy directed on realization of EDC/HRE,
the Charter pays special attention to the necessity of:

— inclusion of education for democratic citizenship and human
rights education into the formal education programs on the level of pre-
school, elementary, secondary and technical education, and training;

— inclusion of EDC/HRE on the principles of academic option
in the higher school programs, especially in the system of higher ped-
agogic education;

— support of democratic governance in all the educational estab-
lishments as preferable type and principle of governance predetermin-
ing engagement of pupils, students, attendees, teachers, as well as inter-
ested parties in the process of management of educational institution;
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— introduction of EDC/HRE trainings for teachers, other ped-
agogues, young leaders and trainers;

— recognition of the role of non-governmental and youth organiza-
tions in the support of education for the democratic citizenship and
human rights education, especially in sphere of non-formal education.
The states shall consider such organizations and their activities as the spe-
cial constituent of educational system, provide support, favor promotion
of EDC/HRE among interested parties, mass media and public at large;

— development of criteria for the evaluation of effectiveness of
educational programs on EDC/HRE, receiving feed back and other
forms of effectiveness evaluation;

— support of research in this sphere where special attention is to
be paid to the research of educational programs, innovative practices,
methods of studies and development of educational systems, as well as
indicators and criteria, extension of these researches to other countries;

— contribution into the development of the educational methods
which teach to live together in democratic and multicultural environ-
ment, provide knowledge and skills of social understanding, values of
multilateralism and equality, support different religions and ethnic
groups, regulate conflicts by means of non-violence and respect of
the rights of others, fight all the forms of discrimination and violence.

The Charter recognizes the necessity of regular evaluation of the
educational policy from the point of view of implementing the pro-
visions of the Charter in the strategy and policy of the countries and
encourages cooperation between the countries on this issue.

The Charter appeals for cooperation with the institutes of the
Council of Europe for realization of aims through:

— promotion of common themes and interests;

— support of multilateral and international activities predetermin-
ing formation of the network of coordinators on the issues of educa-
tion for the democratic citizenship and human rights education;

— exchange, development and extension of positive experience;

— informing all the interested parties on the aims and implemen-
tation of Charter provisions;

— support of European network of non-governmental, youth
organizations and teachers in their cooperation.

The Charter requests the countries to share and exchange expe-
rience in EDC/HRE within the Council of Europe and other inter-
national organizations.

EDUCATION FOR DEMOCRATIC CITIZENSHIP AND HUMAN RIGHTS EDUCATION IN UKRAINE

Review of projects and programs on civic education
in the education system of Ukraine

For the years of independence of Ukraine the educational system
experienced considerable changes in content, as well as in approach-
es to the selection of forms and methods of studies. Popularization of
legal knowledge, as well as knowledge on human rights, and the
necessity of training of active citizen become the basis of the new edu-
cational paradigm at the beginning of 215 century. The following tasks
gained special importance for teachers: contribution into understand-
ing of the role which education plays in democratic processe; exten-
sion of access to the best European and national achievements in con-
tent, forms and methods of civic education.

Due to vigorous activities of the civil organizations and their
influence on the educational process the following themes became
the main topics of various educational forumes: increase of standard
of education on human rights; upbringing of active citizen, formation
of skills for civil actions of children and youth; contribution in coop-
eration between representatives of different layers of society in the
process of civic education, etc.

As a result, different integrated courses gained popularity and
allowed to introduce into the civic education such constituents as
human rights education, multicultural education, etc. Due to realiza-
tion of the projects on civic education by non-governmental organi-
zations and in the process of realization of plans and programs of the
Ministry of Education, Youth and Sport of Ukraine training and
methodological resources on the above mentioned problems were
developed and distributed.

As civic education in Ukraine is an optional subject, there are no
teachers with the sufficient competences. The system of in-service
teacher training does not presuppose training of teachers in civic edu-
cation. Therefore, the courses of civic education are taught in gener-
al at the expense of sponsors and interested civil organizations and in
most cases such courses are optional.

2005 in Ukraine was proclaimed the year of civil education dur-
ing which the Ministry of Education made the first attempt to gener-
alize experience in this sphere and coordinate the actions of all the
interested parties (www.mon.gov.ua/international/topic/osv/osv.doc).
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Within the last decades some measures were taken in Ukraine to
implement civic education in the system of general secondary educa-
tion.

The main content directions of the educational courses on issues
of democratic education were the following:

e Human rights, children's rights, international contracts;

e Equality of men and women;

e Settling disputes;

e Multilateralism;

e Tolerance;

e Environment, etc.
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Concept of Civic Education (APS of Ukraine)

The concept was developed by the group of Ukrainian scientists
and pedagogues within the large-scale Project «Education for
Democracy in Ukraine» which took place at the end of 90th as a part
of transatlantic program for support of civil society and was financed
by the governments of the USA and the EU member states. The aim
of Project was to favor introduction of education for democracy in
the secondary schools of Ukraine. The document, offered for the
revision and discussion by teachers and other interested parties, out-
lined conceptual frames of the system of civic education in Ukraine.
The content of such Concept included such important points as aim,
tasks, main principles, content, forms, methods and aims of imple-
mentation of civic education. The Concept was discussed during the
round tables at the Ministry of Education and Academy of Pedagogic
Sciences and was published for wide discussion. Its provisions are for
the time being partially reflected in the State Standards for Basic and
Complete Secondary Education.
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Projects

1. Project «Education for Democracy in Ukraine»

The Project «Education for Democracy in Ukraine» was
launched in March 2000 and its main aim was to favor the develop-
ment of democratic political culture. The first event of the Project
was to conduct the conference in Kyiv National University named
after Taras Shevchenko in May, 2000. Project was directed on pro-
motion of implementation of civic education in 9—11 classes of the
general secondary educational establishments of Ukraine. With the
support of the EU and the USA several Ukrainian, European and
American institutions organizations and experts were jointly working
on the Project implementation. European part of the Project was
managed by the Institute of Society and Policy (the Netherlands)
(Instituut voor Publiek en Politick, IPP) and Marshon Center of the
Ohio State University, USA. Transatlantic management was con-
ducted by the CIVITAS International, France. The main tasks of the
Project were the following:

e contribution into the development of the national policy of
civil education in the secondary educational establishments;

e development of educational program for the general secondary
education for outlining the aims and content of civil education;

e educational and methodological provision for teaching the civil
education in general secondary educational establishments;

e re-training of teachers;

e creation of the network for the exchange of information, dis-
tribution of materials and support of civic education.

As a result of the Project implementation more than 150 teach-
ers, teachers of in-service teacher training institutes, teachers of ped-
agogic institutes and universities, representatives of non-governmental
organizations participated in the seminars and practical lessons.
Course on civic education for the 9-11 grades was developed. Also the
Project contributed into the establishment of the three resource cen-
ters (Lviv, Kyiv and Simferopol) and created the national network of
experts on civic education trained within the project.

The Project finished in 2002.
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2. Project «Civil Education for Ukraine»

The Project was realized with the support of European Union
and Representative Office of the European Commission in Ukraine.
The main partner of the project in Ukraine was the Ministry of
Education and Science of Ukraine, pilot regions included Kyiv,
Vinnytsia, Kherson, and Volyn Regions. The project lasted from
March, 2005 till March, 2008.

The main tasks of the Project:

o further development of the national educational program on
civic education;

e training of the pedagogues on the problems of civil education in
pedagogic universities and institutes of in-service teacher training;

e provision of methodological assistance for the teachers of civic
education who works with the children with the special needs;

e support of associations and unions of teachers of civic educa-
tion;

e support of measures directed on promotion of democracy.

The Project determined the spheres for the implementation of
civic education. The following secondary school subjects provide for
the integrity of civic education: «Human Rights», «Basics of Law»,
«Policy Basics», «Basics of Economics» and «Sociology» as closing
subject of a cycle of social sciences.

As a result of project activities, the following methodological
materials were prepared:

e 72 hour teacher training program for the teachers of civic edu-
cation on the basics of history and law programs on courses at in-
service teacher training instutes in different regions of Ukraine and 8
hour module for all the teachers;

e training manuals on civic education for the teachers of 9, 10
and 11 grades were developed;

e seminars were conducted for the system of in-service teacher
training.

On the basis of activities of working groups and conceptual doc-
uments developed during realization of Project the recommendations
concerning further teaching and status of civil education in Ukraine
were prepared in the form of document addressed to the Ministry of
Education and Science of Ukraine and the European Union.

All-Ukrainian Fund «Step by Step» has also become the partner
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of this Project. Within the project materials for the issue «Provision
of inclusive approach to the teaching of civil education» being the
constituent part of the manual «Civic education: theory and method-
ology of studies» and the educational course «Equal possibilities and
civil education» for 24 academic hours were developed. The latter
course includes three blocks, such as «Realization of inclusive
approach through the civic education teaching», «Special needs and
civic education» and «The main principles of organization and func-
tioning of inclusive educational establishment».

The Information Methodic Debate Center with the network of
youth organizations in six cities of Ukraine (Simferopol, Lviv,
Kharkiv, Dnipropetrovsk, Donetsk, and Odessa) from 1998 till 2000
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has implemented the Street Law Program with the financial support
of International Renaissance Foundation.

Program partners were Street Law Inc. Corporation; Ministry of
Education and Science of Ukraine; State Committee on Family and
Youth, Information Consultative Women Center; Kyiv Institute of
Internal Affairs; Civil Society Institute; Ukrainian National
Committee in Child's Rights Protection.

The aim of the program was to acquaint young people with the
basics of democracy, human rights and liberties protection, function-
ing of laws and mechanism of their adaption.

The program task was to develope the course Street Law for gen-
eral educational and out-of-school educational establishments, civil
organizations with its further application for the education of
teenagers. Target groups of the program were pupils of the general
secondary educational establishments; teenagers and youth attributed
to risk groups; teenagers from the colonies and community homes;
pupils of boarding schools and orphanages; teenagers visiting youth
clubs and civil organizations.

As a result the manual Street Law for the 8 grade pupils of the
general secondary educational establishments and methodological
recommendations for the teachers were developed and published;
methodological recommendations provided by the Corporation Street
Law Inc, Steps for Law, Democracy for All, Civil Initiative, Criminal
Law for the out-of-school institutions and civil organizations were
translated and adapted.

The range of educational seminars based on the manuals of the
Street Law program was prepared and conducted; trainings for the
trainer team were organized; methodological seminars, creative
workshops for the teachers and heads of civil organizations were con-
ducted; the manual Steps to Democracy was translated, adapted and
published, in the framework of the Project further seminars on this
manual were organized.
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Manuals and programs

During the school year 2001/2002 due to the order of Ministry
of Education and Science of Ukraine and support of the Institute of
Higher Education of APS of Ukraine the pilot teaching of the course
Basics of Democracy was organized in 20 higher educational estab-
lishments of Ukraine, in particular Kyiv National University named
after Taras Shevchenko (Professor V. Yevtuh, Associate Professor
S.Tymoshenko), Dnipropetrovsk National University (Senior
Teacher O. Gavriushyn, Assistant S. Stavchenko), National
University «Lvivska Politekhnika» (Associate Professor L. Mazur,
Associate Professor L. Klymanska), Lviv National University
(Associate Professor I. Kulinich), Institute of after-graduate educa-
tion in Sevastopol (Associate Professor V. Dubrovskiy), Kharkiv State
Pedagogic University (Professor L. Pivneva, Associate Professor
V.Pasisnichenko) and others. More than 1000 students of the cours-
es 1-5 listened to the course in 2001-2002, including future histori-
ans, political scientists, sociologists and social workers, managers and
employees, state officials. All teachers who were trained at the pilot
course Basics of Democracy mentioned its special relevance from the
point of view of democratization process in Ukraine. Almost all the
attendees expressed their wish to teach this course in the future and
mentioned that the course should be included in the educational
plans of higher educational establishments. The course motivated stu-
dents to participate in student self-governance, formed in young peo-
ple the readiness to discuss actual problems of academic life, etc. It
was mentioned that the course was better perceived by the younger
audience and does not require special preliminary training. Manual
on democracy basics for the higher educational establishments was
published in September 2003 and received recommendation of the
Ministry of Education and Science of Ukraine. Editorial staff con-
sisted of the leading Ukrainian and Canadian scientists (J. Perlin,
V. Andrushchenko, V. Volovych, A. Kolodiy, S. Riabov,
A. Gorbachyk). Authors of the manual represented different social
subjects and regions of Ukraine. Experts of the Institute of Higher
Education of APN of Ukraine performed evaluation and review of
the manuscript of the manual.

The educational modules for the in-service teacher training
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courses «Inclusion and Civic Education» (for the teachers of all sub-
jects), «Social Justice and Equal rights and Possibilities» (for the
teachers of all subjects) were developed and implemented in the in-
service teacher training institutes during 2002-2005. The educational
and methodological manual published to support mastering of such
modules was addressed to the teachers of civic education who work
in the general secondary and special educational establishments of
Ukraine. These materials were developed for implementation at in-
service teacher training institutes as well as by the other pedagogic
workers to provide necessary trainings for the pedagogues working in
the general secondary and special educational establishments.

Draft Concept of Education
for Democratic Citizenship (EDC) in Ukraine

The draft concept was prepared by the authors Prof. N. Protaso-
va, Doctor of Pedagogical Science, L. Parashchenko, Candidate of
Pedagogical Science (Kyiv, Ukraine), O. Ovcharuk, Candidate of
Pedagogical Science, Prof. R. Gollob, PhD W. Weidinger (Zurich,
Switzerland). Document defines challenges to the traditional model of
society, preconditions for the appearance of new notion of democrat-
ic citizenship and education for democratic citizenship, formulates the
aim, tasks and principles of EDC, and determines their content and
target categories.

The Concept recommends the following steps for the introduc-
tion of EDC in the educational system of Ukraine:

1. to organize wide discussion of the importance of education for
democratic citizenship by involving mass media, organizing round
tables, conferences for pedagogues, scientists, representatives of civil
society and public servants;

2. to include EDC into the programs of scientific researches,
curricula and programs of educational establishments and scientific
institutions as the cross-curriculum content lines and optional cours-
es;

3. to develop courses, modules, educational and methodological
materials for the basic education and in-service teacher training
courses;

4. to develop the programs and train the specialists for the in-
service teacher training courses;

5. to develop cooperation between organizations of civil society
with the educational establishments; to support cooperation between
the educational establishments and civil organizations for the realiza-
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tion of programs, projects and initiatives on education for
democratic citizenship;

6. to organize cooperation between the educational establishments
and mass media for the implementation of education for democratic
citizenship and support of building of democratic society in Ukraine.

Main goal of Education for Democratic Citizenship in Ukraine
Module is to give students a fundamental idea and basic concepts of
theory and practice of democratic education in Ukraine, as well as
of state and public administration in accordance to modern scientif-
ic approaches and to Ukrainian legislation; theoretical knowledge in
basic universal tendencies and principals of education systems devel-
opment and democratic administration mechanisms of education
improvement on national, regional and local levels.

The subject Education for Democratic Citizenship in Ukraine is
implemented as an optional subject for the major Public
Administration of Education in the frame of Master Program on
Public Administration. The time budget of the module Education for
Democratic Citizenship in Ukraine is 30 hours.

Concept of Implementation of Education for Democracy
Development in Ukraine. By results of this discussion the
Recommendations to the public authorities on EDC/HRE imple-
mentation were developed.

The second core element of the Seminar — presentation of
teaching and methodical pack of the Council of Europe on
EDC/HRE. Pack includes: manual for the teacher and students
«Living in Democracy» vol. III, manual for the school heads
«Democratic Governance of Schools», Tool on EDC/HRE for the
system of in-service teacher training. All the manuals on EDC/HRE
were recommended for introduction into the national educational
process in the framework of the Swiss-Ukrainian Project «<EDC in
Ukraine» due to the partnership with the Ministry of Education and
Science of Ukraine.

During the second day of the Seminar delegates and experts
referred to the discussion of the Concept of Implementing of
Education for Democracy in Ukraine. After the presentation of con-
cepts, discussion took place in two groups, each of which submitted
their comments and suggestions.

As a result of the Seminar, a nationwide network of regional
coordinators and pilot schools and the scheme of distribution of edu-
cational materials were revised. The scheme of EDC/HRE imple-
mentation in Ukraine was outlined.

Symposia

Symposium «Decentralization and standardization of
Education in Switzerland»

From 26th till 30th of September, 2011 visit of Ukrainian dele-
gation to the Swiss Confederation took place. Among the members
of delegation there were representatives of Presidential
Administration of Ukraine, National academy of Public
Administration, Office of the President of Ukraine, and National
Academy of Pedagogical Sciences of Ukraine (NAPS).

The Presidential Administration of Ukraine was represented by
Mrs. Larysa Fugel - First Deputy Head of the Department for the
Personnel Policy of the Department for the Regional and Personnel
Policy.
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NAPA was represented by professors, teachers and post-gradu-
ate students: Head of the Project in Ukraine and the Head of
Department of Educational Management Professor Nataliia
Protasova; Head of Department for Economics and History of
Economy Professor Volodymyr Bodrov; Professor Radmyla
Voitovych; Associate Professor L.I. Parashchenko; post-gradute stu-
dents Valentyna Poltorak — Project Operative Manager and Orest-
Mar yan Kurylo - the Deputy Head of Stryijskyi District Council.

Leading scientists in the field of education were delegated by the
National Academy of Pedagogical Sciences of Ukraine: Volodymyr
Lugovyy - Vice-President of NAPS, Director of the Institute of
Higher Education; Nellia Nychkalo - Academician-Secretary of
Department for Professional Training and Adult Education of NAPS;
Andrii Gurzhii - Adviser of Presidium of NAPS; Valerii Bykov -
Director of the Institute for the Information Technologies and
Teaching Aids, Victor Oliinyk - Rector of University of Educational
Management. Rectors of in-service teacher training institutes and
expert in civic education Nataliia Klokar, Maria Lapenok and
Oksana Ovcharuk were among the members of Ukrainian delegation.

During the visit delegates were offered an opportunity to famil-
iarize with an education system of Switzerland.

In the framework of the visit to the National Parliament of the
Swiss Confederation scientists acquainted with a political system of
the country and had an informal meeting with Mrs. Doris Fiala,
member of the Parliament and former Head of the Liberal party of
Switzerland. During conversation there were, in particular, discussed
issues of efficiency of centralized and decentralized approaches to
public administration of education in both countries, as well as a
question of support to a sustainable development of civil society. In
conclusion Mrs. Fiala has expressed hope of the further fruitful coop-
eration between educators of Ukraine and Switzerland.

On September, 29th delegates participated in symposium
«Decentralization and Standardization of Education in Switzerland»
— the second part of scientific exchange within the limits of a cur-
rent phase of the Project. The first part took place on May, 20th,
2011 in the National Academy during the international symposium
«Education for Democratic Citizenship and Human Rights in
Ukraine: Problems and Prospect» with participation of Swiss educa-
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tors. It was devoted to the questions of decentralization of education
in Ukraine. «Symposium-answer» in Zurich was dedicated to the
issues of expediency of standardization of education in Switzerland.

In her opening speech Sabrina Larcher Klee, Vice-President of
Zurich University of Teacher Education, noticed that education
always played the leading role in preparation of future generations for
an active participation in civil society life. "It is important to remem-
ber that educational institutions not only support with knowledge and
abilities, but also, at the same time, impart certain values. That is
why the wide discussion of the tasks of modern education systems
and systems of public administration in the context of both countries
is actual and vital for developing democratic society.

Benedikt Hauser, Scientific Advisor on Education of State
Secretariat for Education and Research SER, in his speech has
noticed that the scientific exchange between scientists of Ukraine and
Switzerland gives the unique possibility to compare the Swiss experi-
ence of decentralized education system with Ukrainian prospect.
«Unlike Ukraine, which aspires to decentralize education system,
Switzerland works over a question of standardization of education at
the national level. In this context the question of maintenance of
equal possibilities and high standards on education is one of the most
important and vital for both countries», Mr. Hauser emphasized.

Hans Ambshl, General Secretary of the Swiss Conference of
Cantonal Ministers of 'Education (EDK), has mentioned that today
Switzerland is discussing the question of expediency of carrying out
harmonization and standardization of education system. He under-
lined that harmonization and standardization not obviously are the
most effective methods of democratic structures creation and granti-
ng equal possibilities in educational systems.

Nataliia Protasova, Head of the Department of Educational
Management, National Academy of Public Administration, Office of
the President of Ukraine, and Head of the Project «Education for
Democratic Citizenship in Ukraine and Switzerland», in her speech
«Decentralisation as an element of democratisation in Ukraine» has
pointed out the importance of decentralization of an education sys-
tem in Ukraine, in particular within the limits of administrative
reform. «State educational policy in Ukraine is implemented on the
basis of democratic ideas and principles. Education for Democratic
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Citizenship and Human Rights becomes an important part of the
state policy, focused on development of democratic society. The pol-
icy directed on implementation of Education for Democratic
Citizenship and Human Rights is developed taking into account
regional peculiarities and decentralization of educational manage-
ment. That is why education for democracy development in Ukraine
has to be implemented on different levels — national, regional, and
local», Mrs. Protasova noticed. In this context it is difficult to over-
estimate the influence the Project «Education for Democratic
Citizenship in Ukraine and Switzerland» results and its role in devel-
opment of Education for Democratic Citizenship in Ukraine. Project
promotes the expansion of access to information about the main
principles of democratic citizenship first of all for educators. It as
well is aimed to stimulate discussion devoted to vital issues of public
administration of education in Ukraine in the context of democrati-
zation, decentralization of education, and expansion of autonomy for
educational institutions.

During the second part of a symposium discussion have contin-
ued in five focus groups. Delegates debated place of civic education
in the national curriculums of both countries, the question of choice
between an autonomy and standardization for educational institu-
tions, importance of introduction of education for popularization of
a healthy way of life, historical aspects of civic education develop-
ment in Switzerland in a context of modern changes, and aspects of
the national civic education network development.

In conclusion, hosts of symposium - professors of Zurich
Pedagogical University Beatrice Borgler and Beatrix Zumsteg, under-
lined that the symposium provided the exceptional possibility for a
scientific exchange between educators from Switzerland and Ukraine.

Building of All-Ukrainian network for
EDC/HRE implementation

All-Ukrainian network of regional coordinators

As a result of the Inceptional Seminar, a nationwide network of
coordinators for implementation of EDC/HRE materials. Network
includes representatives of 25 regions of Ukraine and the cities of
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Kyiv and Sevastopol.

Network of Coordinators involved the representatives of
Regional Institute of In-service Teacher Training and the represen-
tatives of the Departments of Education of Oblast State
Administrations.

All-Ukrainian network of pilot schools

In November-December, 2010 the network of pilot schools was
build for dissemination and implementation of manuals on
EDC/HRE, adopted within the Project. Network involved 103 pilot
schools from all the regions of Ukraine, and cities of Kyiv and
Sevastopol. In particular, it includes 62 pilot schools from urban area,
40 schools in rural area, and the school of International Children
Center Artek.

Implementation of EDC through the System of In-service
Teacher Training

Manuals and other materials on EDC are also disseminated and
implemented in educational practice through the System of In-serv-
ice Teacher Training of Ukraine.

In 27 institutes of in-service teacher training, operating in all
regions of Ukraine, Kyiv and Sevastopol implement the EDC/HRE
manuals and training materials. Materials are used in the training
process.

Introduction

The global processes of democratization that swept most of the
world became an important feature of social and political life of the
world community at the end of XX—XXI centuries.

Changes in the geopolitical map of the world, the revival of
democracy in European countries, the establishment of new demo-
cratic governments and policies in many countries led to changes in
the social consciousness of citizens, gave impetus to the development
of new, democratic idea and the separation of common democratic
values.

Significant influence on the establishment and development of
democratic values to the activities of those international organiza-
tions that protect and support human rights, uphold democratic prin-
ciples of governance, develop and implement a system of support of
universal values, contribute to the spread of information necessary for
peaceful coexistence and development of democratic civil societies.

The integration of Ukraine into European and world communi-
ty was recognized as the priority of the strategic development. The
reform of public administration, whose main objective is to transform
social relations «State-Citizens», based on understanding of the basic
tasks of government as an obligation to fulfill the needs of society and
ensure the rights and freedoms. For administrative reform it is essen-
tial to involve citizens into administrative processes.

Ukraine seeks to bring the activities of all its institutions to EU
standards. In democratic states for each generation it is essential to have
knowledge, understanding and practical application of democratic prin-
ciples. In this regard, a major role in establishment of democratic val-
ues in society plays an education system which aims to promote con-
scious and active citizens, able to live and work in civil society that is
constantly updating and evolving. This meets the objectives of
Education for Democratic Citizenship and Human Rights Education,
which is successfully implemented in Europe and all over the world.
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ESSENCE AND COMPONENTS OF EDUCATION

FOR DEVELOPMENT OF DEMOCRACY IN UKRAINE

Council of Europe Charter on Education for Democratic
Citizenship and Human Rights Education [Rec. (2010) 7] was adopt-
ed by the Committee of Ministers. It indicate the main tasks for the
governments of member states in implementing education for demo-
cratic citizenship and human rights practices in developing and
implementing national policies.

In particular, in this document democratic citizenship is defined
as a concept that can be realized in several fields — political, legisla-
tive, cultural, social and economic. And so the notion of democratic
citizenship can be applied not only on regional and national level,
but also on the global and European levels. Democratic citizenship
is not limited with the legal status of citizens. It includes all aspects
of life in democratic society and related issues such as sustainable
development, participation in democratic processes for people with
special needs, gender equality, prevention of terrorism and others.

Education for Democracy Development (EDD) is a complex
system of direction and socio-political activities that subordinate
objectives, forms, methods and actions of public authorities, local
government, all institutions of civil society, and mass media for cre-
ation of the environment for individuals to receive during their life
the value oriented knowledge, effective skills, competencies and
experience, required for the active life of citizens in a democratic
society, as well as for realization and protection of human rights,
democracy and supremacy of law.

Education for democracy in Ukraine — is a comprehensive line of
state-directed social activities for implementation during the life of a wide
range of approaches, programs and initiatives, were the leading role is
given to the Education for Democratic Citizenship and Human Rights
Education, which in turn take into account the experience of implement-
ing of such programs as civic education, peace education, education for
sustainable development, education, poly-cultural education etc.

Education for democracy in Ukraine as the system is developed
and spreaded through all the levels of education — pre-school, sec-
ondary, professional technical training, higher education, in-service
training and adult education; it is integrated into all forms of educa-
tion — formal, non-formal and informal education.

EDUCATION FOR DEMOCRATIC CITIZENSHIP AND HUMAN RIGHTS EDUCATION IN UKRAINE

Education for Democratic Citizenship (EDC) — includes training,
public education, information, practices and activities aimed to
acquire individual knowledge, skills and competencies for the devel-
opment of active citizenship and behavior that will expand opportu-
nities for citizens to realize and protect their democratic rights and
responsibilities in society, to value diversity and actively participate
in a democratic society, to promote and protect democracy and the
supremacy of law.

Human Rights Education (HRE) — includes training, education,
information, practices and activities aimed to acquire individual
knowledge, skills and competencies for the development of attitude
and behavior that empowers citizens to help to create and protect
their overall culture of human rights in society to promote and pro-
tect human rights and fundamental freedoms. Education for demo-
cratic citizenship and human rights education are closely interrelat-
ed and support each other. They differ in the context of the main
areas of attention and action, but not in goals and practices.

In democratic citizenship education the main focus is on dem-
ocratic rights, responsibilities and active participation of civil, social,
political, economic and cultural spheres of society.

Human Rights Education covers a wide range of human rights
and fundamental freedoms in all aspects of life.

Implementation of Education for democracy development in
Ukraine should be implemented in the following areas:

— Formation of knowledge and understanding, that provides the
foundations for the formation of background and believes;

— Formation of skills and competencies that provide the ability for
active civic engagement and human rights;

— Formation of values and attitudes of citizens, including the
acquisition of values, relationships, personal settings, behavioral set-
tings that create a basis of understanding and application of compe-
tencies in real life;

— Creation of favorable democratic environment involves creation of
a favorable atmosphere, environment, climate in a social environment
(family, school, community, village, city, region and country).

The aim of implemention of the Concept of Education for
Democracy Development in Ukraine is to consolidate the efforts of
administration, education department and local governments,
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NGOs, the society by and large and certain people in democratic
environment and supporting active citizenship.

Target groups: Pupils and students, teachers, academics, civil
servants, local government staff, members of NGOs and associations,
all citizens.

Stockholders: central and regional education management bod-
ies, local governments, educational institutions of all types, non-gov-
ernmental organizations and associations, the general public.

This direction came through the adoption due to its distribution
in 1999 by the Council of Europe Declaration and Program on edu-
cation for democratic citizenship based on rights and responsibilities
of citizens. By these documents it was stated, that the education for
democratic citizenship and human rights education should be the
main component of all educational policies, educational, cultural and
youth policies and practices!.

POLICY AND IMPLEMENTATION MECHANISMS FOR
DEVELOPMENT OF EDUCATION FOR DEMOCRACY IN UKRAINE

State policy in Ukraine is based on democratic ideas and principles.
Education for Democratic Citizenship and Human Rights (EDC/HRE)
becomes part of the policy, which aims to promote democracy in soci-
ety.

Policy implementation of education for democracy in Ukraine lies
in taking into account regional peculiarities and the decentralization of
educational management. In this regard, the introduction of education
for democracy in Ukraine should be spread at different levels (national,
regional and local).

At the national level, implementation of education policy for the
development of democracy must include the conceptual, legal, logisti-
cal and scientific and methodological support and develop national
action plan.

At regional level, implementation of education policy for the devel-
opment of democracy must take into account regional peculiarities, his-
torical and cultural traditions and needs of the general public and ensure
the implementation of national and regional action plan.

At the local level, the policy of implementation of education for
democracy should be supported by wide circles of society through the
activities of public social institutions, agencies and civil society organi-
zations, media participation for all citizens in the democratic process.
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Mechanisms of education for democracy in Ukraine should con-
sider the specific features and structure of state and local govern-
ments, NGOs, educational institutions, and social institutions.

State management of the education for democracy in Ukraine is
considered as a socio-educational process, whose main function is to
ensure the educational needs of society and personality. Content
management includes the development of educational policy, stan-
dards, content and quality requirements of education, support inno-
vation processes, educational institutions in the transition mode of
development and is a series of studies, review, predicting changes in
the education, development and implementation of program-target
projects and management support innovation processes in this area.
