 Практикум має на меті формування таких компетенцій, як здатність до узагальнення, аналізу, сприйняття інформації з автентичних іншомовних джерел, вміння логічно правильно й аргументовано будувати усну і письмову мову, вміння адекватно перекладати автентичні тексти з англійської на українську мову. Запропонований практикум сприятиме формуванню в студентів лексико-граматичного компонента мовної компетенції. 
Зміст практикуму складають тексти та завдання, об’єднані в чотири розділи «Work and Trades», «Geography of the British Isles», «Crossing Borders», «Technology development» за тематикою, яка передбачена програмою. Структура розділів містить завдання до автентичних відеоматеріалів, тексти, тренувальні вправи на закріплення лексики, завдання мовленнєвого характеру. Методика роботи з автентичними відеоматеріалами та текстами включає такі компоненти, як активний словник для засвоєння, вправи на активізацію нової лексики, вправи на перевірку розуміння текстового матеріалу. Запропонований комплекс вправ до автентичних відеоматеріалів сприяє розвитку навичок та вмінь аудіювання та включає завдання на закріплення лексики та контроль розуміння змісту відеоматеріалу. Наприкінці кожного розділу практикуму пропонуються вправи на перевірку розуміння змісту текстів та переклад (Check your understanding of Unit).

Seven of Britain’s Natural Wonders

1) Beinn Eighe, Highland
The geological jigsaw that makes up this remote corner of the UK is full of enchantment. And it was created before most other areas. Wester Ross’s coastal mountains of Torridonian sandstone were first deposited by immense river systems one billion years ago. The gleaming quartzite hats worn by some of the peaks, such as Beinn Eighe, are the result of heat and pressure. The bewitching landscape looks Disneyesque. These immense, sheer-sided giants rise 1,060m (3,500ft) in shimmering purple perfection above Upper Loch Torridon. 
Remnants of the Caledonian pine forest cover shorelines sprayed by waterfalls, which tumble down from the astonishing wilderness that lies at the mountains’ feet.
This countryside was the first in Britain to be designated a National Nature Reserve, back in 1951. Golden eagles, red deer and otters flourish here. 
2) Upper Swale Valley, North Yorkshire
Swaledale is a green tendril of wildflower-rich haymeadows, penetrating deep into the moors at the north-western fringe of the Yorkshire Dales. Great Shunner Fell and Ravenseat Moor receive generous amounts of rain, helping create and sustain the bogs. The waters gather into rivers that together with the underlying geology of sandstones and limestones create falls and shoots, making the Upper Swale Valley around Keld England’s waterfall central.
More splendid views are hidden in the magnificent wooded gorge of the Swale below the village. Twisting footpaths penetrate the woods rich with bluebells close to Currack, Kisdon and Cutrake Forces. Dedicated waterfall admirers can explore further to find stunning Swinner Gill, an astonishing canyon carved into East Stonesdale Moor, with a string of crystal-like waterfalls.
3 Sherwood’s Oaks, Nottinghamshire
Whether that medieval rogue Robin Hood ever met with his merry men in Sherwood Forest is a debatable question. If he did, then central spot might have been the Major Oak, a 800-year-old tree with the hollow trunk.
Don’t limit your exploration to the famous connection to Robin Hood and discover the remnants of the medieval royal hunting forest of Sherwood stretching  across the colourful heaths of north Nottinghamshire. Just a short stroll away there are around 1,000 of the most remarkable, moss-clad trees. They are claimed to be the greatest agglomeration of ancient trees in Europe. It’s a bit of another world here. 
4) Tal-Y-Llyn Lake, Gwynedd
Cader Idris, in the south of Snowdonia, is dotted with lakes. Llynau Cregennen to the north are pretty silvery lakes in a high valley. Tal-y-Llyn (Llyn Mwyngil), a mile-long lake nestled below the southern flanks of the range. It nestles in the middle of a glaciated valley carved by ice. Look east up the valley for some of the best lowland views in the national park: fringing oakwoods and cliffs. The waters from this shallow lake flow 12 miles to the sea near Tywyn. 
5) Chesil Beach, Dorset
Chesil is where the seashore meet sea and sky on Dorset’s Jurassic Coast. The first thing you’ll notice there is the sound of billions of pebbles being caressed by the waters of the English Channel. The pebbles – largest at the southern end, smallest at the western – are worn down by the act of one hitting another due to wave movement. Now really is the time to appreciate the unique agglomeration of rare plants; the 300 bird species; the booming of winter storms and the crackling of summer heat on this true landscape phenomenon.
6 Cuilcagh Mountain and Marble Arch Caves, County Fermanagh
Ulster boasts beautiful countryside. In this land of loughs, glens and awesome coastal features, one corner is designated a World Geopark by UNESCO. The Geopark award recognises the significance of these fragile wetlands. They have an unusually high concentration of rare plants. Much lies hidden, however. There are caverns deep beneath the 665m (2,182ft) peak of Cuilcagh Mountain. The Marble Arch Caves are accessed along wooded paths dropping into a gorge. Only the higher levels are open to visitors, but you can enjoy a series of stalactite and stalagmite galleries, and vast chambers. 
7 Hartland Point, Devon
Hartland Point is a sharp headland protruding into the sea opposite Lundy Island. It is still remote from the popular resorts and bays of nearby north Cornwall or the Exmoor coast and retains an air of mystery and seclusion.
Hartland Point is part of the South West Heritage Coast  famous for the outstanding geological features of vast cliffs and remarkable coves in north Devon. From tiny Hartland Quays’ extraordinarily concertina-contorted rocks, the coastal footpath leads to the double-eyed Blackchurch Rock, most memorable of the countless sea-stacks.

Prior to this data collection/connection/intersection was very difficult, through implicated/dedicated/dictated monitors. Think about the way the city of your choice can be called a heterotopia. You can accompany your talk with a PowerPoint presentation (no more than 10 slides). In your talk focus on the connection between a person and a city, do not merely list the sites and attractions of the place or recount the history of its construction.

Study the passage below to find inspiration and start thinking about the connection between cities and identities.
“The built environment can help generate certain types of behaviour, in particular when it comes to the use of public space. Places that are inviting, well configured and programmatically activated can attract a lot of people, as experiments in the revitalization of central Copenhagen have shown. Second, built environment can also produce important social effects. “The only indispensable material factor in the generation of power”, claimed Hannah Arendt, “is the living together of people. Only where men live so close together that the potentialities of action are always present can power remain with them, and the foundation of cities, which as city-states have remained paradigmatic for all Western political organizations, is therefore indeed the most important material prerequisite for power.” (Arendt 1958)
The social forces that emerge when men and women come together behind a common cause in cities are among the greatest social forces we know. They have produced a series of important social changes in the 20 th century – the Civil rights Movement, the fall of communist regimes in the former USSR, and most recently the social movements we have seen in the Arab Spring. It would be inconceivable for these movements to have occurred without the congregations of people that cities form. Sometimes the causes of these movements themselves originate from the spatial characteristics of cities. Cities benefit economic activities with at least three important attributes. They offer the benefit of size, which increases the volume of opportunities for their inhabitants and economies of scale for their enterprises. Size increases the number and variety of destinations available to a citizen, and provides market area for specialized companies who couldn’t survive in a small town. Second, cities generate density, which reduces transportation costs and increases the likelihood for interaction. A concentration of people and firms within close proximity allows us to get more done with less time.”

A)  Computers today can already produce an eerie echo of human language if fed with the appropriate material. What they cannot yet do is have true conversations. Truly robust interaction between man and machine would require a broad understanding of the world. In the absence of that, computers are not able to talk about a wide range of topics, follow long conversations or handle surprises.

B) How do natural-language platforms know what people want? They not only recognise the words a person uses, but break down speech for both grammar and meaning. Grammar parsing is relatively advanced; it is the domain of the well-established field of “natural-language processing”. But meaning comes under the heading of “natural-language understanding”, which is far harder.

C) Most people are not very good at analysing the syntax of sentences, but computers have become quite adept at it, even though most sentences are ambiguous in ways humans are rarely aware of. Take a sign on a public fountain that says, “This is not drinking water.” Humans understand it to mean that the water (“this”) is not a certain kind of water (“drinking water”). But a computer might just as easily parse it to say that “this” (the fountain) is not at present doing something (“drinking water”).

D) Programming it into computers is harder still. Fernando Pereira of Google points out why. Automated speech recognition and machine translation have something in common: there are huge stores of data (recordings and transcripts for speech recognition, parallel corpora for translation) that can be used to train machines. But there are no training data for common sense.

E) AI has helped data-rich companies such as America’s West-Coast tech giants organise much of the world’s information into interactive databases such as Google’s Knowledge Graph. Some of the content of that appears in a box to the right of a Google page of search results for a famous figure or thing. 

F) Scientists do not know how the human brain draws on so many different kinds of knowledge at the same time. Programming a machine to replicate that feat is very much a work in progress.
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
