I’'ve Never Seen Star Wars

I’ve Never Seen Star Wars is a BBC programme based
on a simple idea: Take a celebrity and persuade them
to try five experiences they’ve never done before; not
extraordinary things but mundane and fairly trivial
activities that they’ve either always avoided or have never
had the opportunity to do. The programme’s producer
thought of the name a few vears ago because, amazingly
enough, he'd never seen the film Star Wars.

Every week, the host, comedian Marcus Brigstocke,
encourages his guests to undertake challenges such as
constructing flat-pack furniture, changing the oil in a car,
having a tap-dancing lesson, wearing extremely high heels,
or listening to a punk album. The show has recently moved
from radio to TV and, so far, one guest has had a piano
lesson, another has tried online social networking and a
third has built a wall (in the studio!). No one has refused a
challenge vet. After each experience, Brigstocke interviews
his guest to find out how they rated the experience from one to ten
and whether they would like to try it again.

The programme’s appeal lies in Brigstocke’s charm and humour
and his interaction with the guests, but also in the normality of the
experiences. We, the viewers, can relate to the guests’ reactions
because we know the frustration of trying to put together flat-pack
furniture or the pain of tottering around in high heels.

Guests’ reactions vary from genuine enthusiasm, as when
Barry Cryer, a grandfather of seven tried changing a baby’s
nappy and awarded the experience a maximum ten out of ten,
to absolute loathing: ‘I couldn’t bear it. Everybody is jolly or
cooking or laughing or making music with not a genuine emotion
in the whole thing!” said Joan Bakewell, after watching the film
Mamma Mia. Another guest, when asked to change the oil in a
car admitted, ‘I've never tried to fix anything in a car, I've maybe
opened the bonnet a couple of times.’ Three weeks ago, comedian

Sir David
Attenborough

was born in London in 1926 and grew up
in Leicester. He was brought up alongside
two brothers and two adopted sisters. As
a child he collected stones and fossils, and
went on to read geology and zoology at
Cambridge University.

After a short time in the Royal Navy,
Attenborough was taken on by a publishing
company, editing children’s science
textbooks. He didn't take to the work and,
in 1952, he joined the newly formed BBC
television Talks Department. Ironically, the
woman who hired him didn’t want him to
appear on camera because she thought his
teeth were too big — she believed this would
put viewers off, so he initially worked as a producer.

In 1954, he made the first of his famous Zoo Quest series,
which, over the next ten years, took him to wild places all around
the world. He then became Director of Programmes at the BBC
but stepped down from this position in 1973 and also tumed
down the job of Director General in order to return to his first
love, making programmes.

As the presenter of such landmark documentary series as Life
on Earth and Life in Cold Blood, Attenborough is perhaps one of
the most travelled men ever. He has a reputation for stamina and
also for his ability to get over jet lag. ‘| am perfectly able to fly to
Australia and film within three
hours of arrival,” he says.

As the years go by,
Attenborough remains one of
the most recognisable faces on
TV screens all over the world,
and millions have him to thank
for bringing a passion for nature
into their lives.

What's on the Beeb?

If you think Brits spend a good deal of time
around the coffee machine talking about the
weather, you'd be wrong. They're actually

discussing the latest episode of EastEnders or
Top Gear. Want to join in? Then check out
a few must-see shows on the Beeb, as the
BBC is affectionately known by its viewers.

EastEnders

EastEnders first aired in February 1985 and since then has
remained one of the top-rated programmes in the UK. Set
in a fictional east end London square and its surroundings,
this award-winning soap opera follows the domestic and
professional lives of a group of local residents. There are
plenty of typical storylines: family life, rows, romance
and business troubles, but the show's writers also aim
for greater realism than is found in most soaps. During
its long run, the show has tackled quite a few issues
previously unseen on mainstream UK TV, such as racism,
unemployment and drug abuse.

Top Gear

If your idea of heaven is James Bond fantasy car rides,
lots of crazy challenges and no rules, this is the series
for you. With its humorous style and easy relationship
between the three presenters (Jeremy Clarkson, Richard
Hammond and James May), each programme regularly
attracts 350 million viewers worldwide. A recurring feature
is 'The Power Lap’, where the Stig (a mysterious white-
suited figure) completes a lap around the track to test a
car's performance. Top Gear is also famous for one-off
exploits such as when the four men raced across London:
May in a Mercedes, Hammond on a bicycle, the Stig on
public transport and Clarkson in a speedboat.

Strictly Come Dancing

This reality show has it all: show-stopping dances, celebrities,
glamorous dresses, big band music, a popular host and plenty
of viewer participation. Sixteen famous contestants with
little or no experience of dancing pair up with internationally
renowned professional dancers. They learn everything from the
traditional ballroom waltz to Latin dances such as the tango
or salsa. The couples then perform in front of a live audience
every Saturday night to impress the viewers and judges and
keep their places in the competition. Each week, after the
viewers' vote, the bottom two couples face each otherin a
dance-off where the judges decide who will leave the show.
The show, which regularly attracts audience figures of over ten
million in the UK, has been exported to thirty other countries.

Newsnight

Newsnight is a current affairs programme famous for its
in-depth reporting, hard-hitting interviews and intelligent
analysis. [ts main presenter, Jeremy Paxman, has won several
journalistic awards and is regularly praised for being tough,
but he has also come under fire for being aggressive with
interviewees. Very few politicians enjoy the experience of
being 'Paxoed’ — on one famous occasion, he asked a senior
politician the same question an astonishing twelve times.
Newsnight is on daily at 10.30p.m.

Doctor Who

There are few fictional characters who are as well known
as Robin Hood or Sherlock Holmes, but ‘'The Doctor’ is one.
He is a mysterious alien who travels through space and time,
righting wrongs and fighting monsters such as his ongoing
enemies, the robotic Daleks, all with a little help from various
companions. Equally famous is his time-ship, the Tardis’, which
looks from the outside like an old-fashioned police box but
has lots of room on the inside. Twelve actors have played the
Doctor over the lifetime of the series, which has been running
off and on since 1963. Doctor Who has cross-generational
appeal and millions of fans worldwide. One not to miss.

These days the media is full of stories of celebrities’ private lives: their
relationships, rows, problems with weight and so on. In fact, the public
seems to have a never-ending appetite for this type of gossip.

It could be argued that celebrities invite publicity, for instance by giving
interviews or welcoming the media into their homes, despite knowing
this will leave them open to public attention. Therefore, it is hypocritical
for them to complain when the media shows interest in other aspects of
their lives.

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Memories on trial

Even in these days of DNA tests and other
forensic techniques, witness testimony still plays
an important part in court cases. But how reliable
are our memories? BBC Focus magazine’s Andy
Ridgway finds we know less than we think ...

ost of us have some recollection of the 2005 terrorist attacks
in London. It could well be a mental image of a red double-

decker bus in Tavistock Square with its roof ripped off by the

force of the explosion. That's not surprising given the number of

photographs of the damaged bus that were carried in newspapers

in the days after the attack.

But what about CCTV footage? Do you remember seeing a
video of the bus exploding? What can you see in that video?

Well, the truth is, you shouldn’t be able to see anything in
your mind’s eye because such CCTV footage simply doesn’t
exist. But don’t worry. If it only took a suggestion that you
may have seen a video of the explosion to create an image in
your mind, you’re not alone. In fact, in a study carried out by
Dr James Ost at the University of Portsmouth, forty percent of
people claimed to have seen this nonexistent footage. Some
even went on to describe what happened in vivid detail.

Many of us think we have a good memory. After all, it’s got
us through the occasional exam. But what Ost’s study clearly
demonstrates is just how easily influenced our memories are.
‘Facts’ from the past can become confused in our minds. And it
can simply be the fact that we’ve been asked about something,
such as a nonexistent video clip, that can alter our memory.

Many people believe they have seen video footage

of the moment Princess Diana’s car crashed - but no
such footage actually exists.

In many cases, an unreliable memory is not a problem. It
just means we forget to send a birthday card on time or a
story we tell at a party is not one hundred percent accurate.
But sometimes the contents of our memories can have huge
consequences — putting people behind bars or even, in the
USA, on Death Row.

HOW TO | talk about being a witness

In ID parades, forty percent of
witnesses identified the police’s
suspect. In forty percent of cases
no identification was made. In

twenty percent of cases they
pointed to a volunteer.

In 1998, an American study calculated that in
ninety-five percent of felony cases - the more
serious crimes - witness evidence (in other words,
people’s memories) was the only evidence heard
in court. In the UK, despite DNA and other forensic
evidence being used more regularly, witness
memories are still a vital part of court proceedings.

Even before a case gets to court, a few false
memories can get an investigation off to a bad
start. In the sniper® attacks that took place in the
Washington DC area in 2002, witnesses reported
seeing a white van or truck fleeing several of the
crime scenes. A white vehicle may have been seen
near one of the first shootings and the media
began repeating this. When they were caught, the
sniper suspects were actually driving a blue car. It
seems many witness memories had been altered
by the media reports.

Immediately after a traumatic event, our
memories may be poor and are usually
fragmented. A good example is how in
car crashes a person might have a vivid

memory of the texture of the material on
the inside of the car door because he or she
looked away at the moment of the crash.

Slumdog Millionaire is set in Mumbai and stars Dev Patel as Jamal,
an illiterate call-centre worker from the city slums, and Rubina Ali
as Latika, his childhood friend and lost love.

As the film opens, Jamal is about to answer the last vital
question to win the jackpot in the Indian version of the quiz
show Who Wants to be a Millionaire? However, the show’s host is
suspicious because of Jamal’s run of correct answers, and when the
programme has to break overnight, he calls in the police. Convinced
he is a cheat, the police take Jamal away and torture him. Through
a series of flashbacks, we see a number of horrific incidents
experienced by Jamal and his brother Salim as orphans in the slums
of Mumbai. Remarkably, each answer from the show relates to one
of these situations.

Skilfully directed by Danny Boyle, the film cuts between the glitter
of the TV studio and the poverty, companionship and cruelty of
the Mumbai slums.

Q: How do actors cry on demand?

A: There are certain ways of making it look like you're crying,
such as putting glycerine in your eyes, sniffing a freshly cut
onion or, on stage, concentrating on a bright point of light.
Most actors use more internal techniques that exploit emotional
memory. By recalling a time when they were sad or upset, an
actor can often get the tears flowing. Or sometimes they'll build
an association between an object — a prop they'll be handling
during the scene — and that emotion, so that, when they touch
the prop, they feel inclined to cry. Interestingly, most actors say
it's easier to cry convincingly than to laugh convincingly.

Q: How do singers keep their voices steady
when they're dancing?
A: Singers such as Beyoncé, whose stage show involves her
dancing all over the stage, can't always deliver high-quality
vocals live as it's physically extremely difficult to control the
voice while jumping around. Because of this, many performers
rely on a backing track to provide vocals during some songs,
and whilst they may be singing live, the audience
can't actually hear their voice. Some stationary
performers use a backing track when they're
concerned about difficult parts
of the performance, for
example hitting a very
high note or even
remembering the
words to a song.

Q: Who decides
whether something is ‘art’
Or not?

A: This is an age-old question, and you need to be flexible in
your outlook. Art is about crossing boundaries, and the range
of works and styles of painting regarded as art by different
people is astounding — from cave paintings to Rembrandt to
Jackson Pollock. One argument goes that a painting is art if
the painter says it is, and gives sound reasons to support their
position. Many artists would reject that idea as they don't care
who regards their work as art. We'll probably never agree on
who the most beautiful woman or best-looking man is, so
we'll just have to enjoy exploring and sharing our notions of
art and beauty without a definitive answer.

Q: What's the secret to making an audience
laugh?

A: Every stand-up comedian knows that making people
laugh with prepared material, on stage, is very different
from making your friends or colleagues laugh in an informal
setting. You need to focus on technique, such as which
words to stress, when to pause, how to use facial expressions
and body movements, as well as sensing how to work each
individual audience. Ironically, shows with paying audiences
are better than freebies. Having paid to be entertained,
people are often more ready and willing to laugh.

Q: Why do great photographers need to
change their photos on a computer?

A: In this digital age, the average person sitting at his or her
home computer is able to manipulate photographs easily.
People talk about digital photography destroying the purism
of traditional photography. But what they aren't aware of is
that photographers who printed photographs on paper were
able to manipulate colour, contrast, framing and content as
much as someone working with a computer nowadays. It's
just that, in the past, very few people were involved in the
printing process, with most people paying for someone else
to develop their photos.

I’'m not the kind of person who likes extreme
activities like bungy jumping or sky diving and,
in fact, I'd never do any of those sorts of
things. So the activity I'd like to recommend
may seem quite boring to some of you, and
very simple: it’s jumping off of a three metre
platform into water.

Anyway, I'll try to explain why it was so
special. A few years ago | was at a lake with

a friend, and there was a jumping platform
about three meters above the surface of the
lake, you know the sort of thing, made of
wood and, anyway, people were jumping off it
into the water and having a good time, so we
decided to try it. We waited till there was no
one around, because neither of us was feeling
particularly courageous. | remember walking
to the edge of the platform and looking down
and thinking to myself, ‘the water is a long way
down!” | felt really nervous but eventually |
gathered my courage and walked back a few
steps, then | ran and jumped into the water.

Actually, | didn’t exactly jump into the water,

| jumped into the air, or that’s what it felt

like. Air all around me, for ages. It felt like
some of the longest few seconds of my life.

| was determined to keep my eyes open, but
involuntarily they closed out of fear. | braced
myself for impact, which came eventually of
course, and it almost hurt, the way | hit the
water and travelled quickly to the muddy
bottom. | swam to the edge and climbed up to
the level of the platform again. My friend had
just done her jump, and was also climbing out.
| was amazed how scared I'd felt, and at the
fact that | hadn’t been able to keep my eyes
open. | told myself that if | did it again, | could
surely keep my eyes open, and relax and enjoy
it. | drew in a deep breath, ran, and jumped
into the air ... and it was exactly the same as
the first time.

I'd recommend this experience because it
really makes you understand something about
fear, in a situation where, in fact, there’s no
danger. Maybe for some people it’s not a big
deal, but for me it was because it taught me

a lot about myself and how well | can control
my feelings, or not.

I: In the 1920s, Ernest Hemingway bet ten
dollars that he could write a complete story in
just six words. He wrote, ‘For sale: baby shoes,
never worn.” He won the bet. An American
online magazine has now used that to inspire its
readers to write their life story in six words and
they’ve been overwhelmed by the thousands
who took up the challenge. They’ve published
the best in a book which they’ve given the title
of one of the submissions: Not quite what | was
planning. | asked the editor, Larry Smith, what
made him think of the idea.

L: WEell, on the site, Smith Magazine, we tell
stories in all sorts of different ways. Our whole



idea behind the site is that story-telling
should be egalitarian, you know, democratic.
Everyone has a story, we say that over and
over. That’s our tag line. But in telling different
types of stories since we launched a couple
of years ago, we found that you had to give
people parameters. So playing off the great
literary legend, the Hemingway story, we
thought, ‘Let’s ask our readers their six-word
life story, a memoir’ and see what happened.
We really didn’t know what would happen.

I: And what did happen?

L: It was incredible. In a couple of months
we got fifteen thousand entries and | was
just blown away. Funny, poignant — | really
believe that everyone has a story and most
of us aren’t going to write for the Guardian
but | was just so inspired by how serious
and intense folks took the six-word memoir
challenge.

I: OK, but before we look at the examples.
It’s one thing ... because the Hemingway is a
story but it’s not a story of a life. That seems
to be a bit of a challenge to fit that in six
words.

L: Well, it’s interesting because some folks
clearly tried to tell a whole story of a life in
six words, and you can tell, and other times
they’re telling a moment in their life, right at
this moment, something that they’re feeling
right now. Or perhaps something that’s been
an evergreen, a thread throughout their lives.

I: Give us some examples.

L: ‘Wasn’t born a redhead. Fixed that.” This
woman took life under control. Whether she
just always felt that her soul was a redheaded
soul or simply at some point in life she was
going to make a switch. She could have quit
her job. She changed her hair colour.

I: Buta lot of them are ... they’re

quite sad or there’s a sense of regret or
disappointment in a lot of them.

L: | didn’t expect that. | thought people would
come back with a lot of funny things, some
playful things, plays on words ... but those
are really interesting reality. People really told
us, ‘It’s tough out there.” ‘Found true love.
Married someone else.” ‘Never should have
bought that ring.’

My favourite scene is the scene with Mrs
Richardson and Basil Fawlty. And, it’s very,
very cleverly done. Mrs Richardson wears
a hearing aid and Basil Fawlty hates Mrs

Richardson — she’s a terrible grumpy old
complaining customer who he really doesn’t
like. So he comes into the room and he mimes
at her — so he moves his mouth but he doesn’t
make any sound — so that Mrs Richardson turns
up her hearing aid so that she can hear him.

And then he mimes again and he moves his
mouth again not making any sound so she can’t
understand why she can’t hear him, so she
turns up her hearing aid again. And then once
he’s sure that her hearing aid is on full volume
he shouts at her, ‘Mrs Richardson! — of course
which deafens her and, it’s, it’s, it’s very, very
funny and it’s amazing because he gets his own
back on her ‘cos she’s been awful to him so, he,
you know, he kind of wins in the end but, —

Oh it’s just brilliant. If you’ve never seen it
you really should see it. There were very few
episodes made. | think there were only —only
ever one series, maybe eight episodes ...
something like that ... I’'m not entirely sure
about that, but not very many made and,
they’re — they’re really, really fantastic.

I: We often hear that competition is beneficial
but how exactly does it work?

E: OK. Let’s imagine a Coke machine
somewhere, anywhere, selling a hundred cans
a day. Now, Pepsi comes along and puts up a
machine next to it, how many cans would each
machine sell?

I: Fifty?
E: That’s what most people think. In fact, each

machine would probably sell two hundred cans
a day, unless the market was saturated.

I: That’s hard to believe ... What'’s the
explanation?

E: Well, what happens is that the question in
the consumer’s mind is no longer ‘Should | get
a Coke or not?” but “Which soft drink should |
get?” Choice makes people want things.

I: Ah, that’s interesting. What about pricing?

E: Well, there are several schools of thought
on this. People are expected to think ‘If | see
two similar products at different prices, I'll buy
the cheaper one’ but, in fact, that’s often not
how consumers behave. For example, if | were
to introduce a new lipstick and | wanted to
compete with a product priced at €4.99, should
| price mine above or below the competition?
I: OK — I have a feeling you’re going to tell me
above, but it seems natural to undercut your
competitor.

E: We've found that with certain types of
products, if you price your product just above

the competition’s price — so let’s say €5.49 —
you'll actually end up with a bigger share of
the market.

I: Why’s that?

E: We intuitively feel that if something costs
more, it’s better. People will pay more
provided the difference is small. They’ll think,
‘Well, why not? | deserve the best.’

I: OK. Turning to the appearance of
advertisements, what tricks are used to make
products more appealing?

E: Take this advertisement for a hamburger
chain. Big picture of a juicy hamburger with
fresh tomatoes and lettuce ...

I: Makes me hungry just looking at it.

E: Yes, it’s fine to look at ....as long as you
don’t eat it. It probably has a hundred percent
beef in it, real tomatoes and lettuce ... but

to make it so shiny, a food stylist has painted
the meat with oil or maybe lacquer; and what
appears to be steam rising off the meat is
probably cigarette smoke blown onto the
hamburger just before the picture was taken.

I: I've just lost my appetite.

E: And look at these advertisements for
watches. What time is it on this watch?

I: Ten past ten.
E: And on these?
I: Ten past ten —in all of them. Why'’s that?

E: There are two theories. One is that with
the hands in this position, the face of the
watch conveys a smile. The other theory is
that it’s a bit like a tick symbol. In either case
the consensus is that the message is positive.

I: And if a watch showed 8.20 it wouldn’t sell
as well?

E: Presumably not. 8.20 is a very sad-looking
time.

I: What about colour in advertising?

E: It’s crucial. We have built-in associations
for every colour, for instance red is associated
with risk and with energy, so you see it in
adverts for energy drinks, cars and sports
equipment. Green on the other hand denotes
safety, so it’s often used for medical products.
Yellow and orange supposedly stimulate

the appetite, so they’re used for food ads;
blue on the other hand suppresses the
appetite ... it’s linked more to intellect and
precision, so you see it in adverts for high-
tech products. And purple is an interesting
one: surveys show that around seventy-five
percent of young children prefer purple to all
other colours. So you'll see bright purple in
advertising for toys for example.

It’s easy to put a picture of
a plane over a picture of a road, and then put
this traffic light here on the right on top, like a
sandwich.

P: So it’s a hoax photo.

H:No, it’s actually real. | wasn’t sure myself,
but when | found out it was Beijing Airport, |
asked a friend who lives in Beijing, and he told
me he had seen it with his own eyes a number
of years before. There used to be a taxiing

runway that actually crossed the road! It’s all
changed now, of course, and these days Beijing
has one of the most modern airports in the
world.

P: Sure. Hmm ... so ... then this one could be
real. A suitcase in the top of a tree is such an
extraordinary sight, maybe that’s why it looks a
bit fake.
