A ichelle McGagh, a 34-year-old journalist, had a mortgage of
M £230,000 which she wanted to reduce, Last November, she looked

at her finances and she discovered that every year she spent
a lot of money unnecessarily - for example, £1,570 in the pub, £1,110in
restaurants, and £400 on coffees. So she made a radical plan ~ to stop
spending money for a year. She centinued to pay her broadband. gas, and
electricity bills, and allowed herself £30 a week te buy food and household
essentials. But she couldn't spend money on anything else — no clothes, no
buses or flights, no meals out, no drinks, and no cosmetics.

Scientists and psychologists say that there
are certain gender stereotypes which they
have proved are true, for example, a recent
academic study found that men are better
at assembling IKEA furniture than women!
But can we really believe the results of these
studies? Here are five more stereotypes
which researchers claim are true,

Scientists in Norway asked 18 men and 18
women to find their way through a virtual maze,
completing varfous tasks along the way, Men were
able to solve 50% more of the preblems than women
in the same time, 'Mens sense of direction was
more effective. They simply got to their destination
faster, said Dr Carl Pintzka of the Norwegian
University of Science and Technology.

Researchers from the University of Maryland
separated baby rats from their mothers and
discovered that baby rats with more Foxpz, a kind
of protein necessary for the development of speech
and language, made more noise and called to
their mothers more often.

Debrett’s has given us a preview of its latest guide to good
manners, which answers some of the questions that most
trouble the British public today.

SOCIAL GREETING: KISSING

Many people are unclear on the subject of social kissing.
Debrect's advice s that kissing Is not appropriate in
many professional situations. On the whole, it should
only be used amang friends, but not on a first meeting.
An air kiss, without contacr, may seem rude or
impersonal, so very slight contact |s best, but no sound
effects are needed.

EATING AND PUTTING ON MAKE-UP ON
PUBLIC TRANSPORT

According to Debrett’s, you should avoid both.

It’s inconsiderate to eatr smelly food in a closed
environment, and applying make-up on public transport
makes you appear disorganized,

RECLINING YOUR SEAT ON AEROPLAMES

This 1s a common problem. Debrett's says that it's
selfish to recline your seat during short daytime flights.
When travelling by plane, always stay within your own
space and don't monopelize the armrest. Also aveid
kicking the back of the seat in front of you, or using it to
help you stand up.

GIVING UP YOUR SEAT ON PUBLIC TRANSPORT
In a recent experiment, only 20% of London Tube
passengers offered to give up their seat to a visibly
pregnant woman. According to Debrett's, passengers
should always offer to give up their seat to any
individual who is pregnant, elderly, or clearly in need. It
is important to remember, however, that it |s also rude
to aggressively decline the offer of a seat.

EATING BEFORE EVERYONE IS SERVED

The final question is one that we've all asked ourselves:
is it rude to start eating at the table before everyone
alse has been served! Debrett's says that the simple
answer |s yes; unless the host or hostess (or ina
restaurant, the other diners) gives their permission for
people to start.

400 people who considered themselves either very lucky or very

* Lucky people create and notice opportunities by
developing a relaxed attitude to life and being open

* Lucky people tend to listen to their intuition and act
quickly. Unlucky people tend to analyse situations
too much, and are afraid to act.

* Lucky people are confident thal the future will be
positive, and this motivates them to try, even when
they have little chance of success. Unlucky people
are sure that they will fail, and so they often give up
before they have begun.

* Lucky people keep going, even when Lhey are likely
tp fail, and they learn from their mistakes.

It seems not. You may be surprised to hear that
100 years ago, it was the exact opposite. Ina
popular magazine of the time, an article said
‘The generally accepted rule is pink for boys and
blise for girls. The reason is that pink, being a
stranger colour, i mare suitable for a boy, while
blué, which is more dellcate, s prettier fora girl”
The change to pink far girls and blus lor boys
happened only after World War Il The idea of
women being equal to men emerged and, asa
result, people started dressing little girls in pink.

is is & problem, because not only are 89% of

girls’ rays pink, but also only a very few of tham
are connected with science or maths, Most girls’
toys are still based on dolls and dressing up,
while boys’ toys are maore likely to be related to
building and cars, And the problem is that the
toys we phl with influence our interests, and
even tJ‘bEjﬂgl thatwe end up getting. if girls
den't have access 10 as many construction toys,
or mechanical and scientific toys as boys, they'll
thirk thiat science and technology (& 'not far
them' s they'|| be less Hkely to choose to study
it at schoal and later at university. | think that
if they wereallowed to choose for themselves,
girls and boys would choase the same sort of
tays, and that pargnts need 1o forget abaut the
stereatypes, about pink and blus. Tays should
by thie same colour for all children, red, yollow,
green, whatsver.

Welcome to the Handel Hendrix house.
Handel's House

In 1712, the German compaser Georg Frideric
Hands| decided to settle permanantly in England,
wihere he was armployed as musiclan 1o the English
court. After Inving in Surrey forsome years, he
moved to Londen and during the summer of 1723,
he rented & house at 25 Brook Street, He was the
firat cecupant of the houge, but as a foreigner, he
was not sllowed to buy it. However, atter becoming
2 British ¢itizen five years later, he decided to
continue renting the house. In 1742, his-annual rent
for Brook Street was £50.

The plan of the house in Brook Straat was usual

for a modest London tawnhouse of the period.
There was a basement contalring the kitchens

anel on the ground finor there was a room at the
front for receiving visitors, O the first floor thera
were bigger rooms where Hande| entertained and
warked. I the largest room, he kept his instrumaents
{a harosichard and a little house argan) and he
occasionally rehearsed there. The room next 1o it
is where he compeosed many of his most farmous
warks; Inchuding the Messiah.

The second floor contained the bedroom at the
front. with a dressing room at the back where he
kept his clothes: In the attic at the top of the house,
the servants had their raams.

During the last dacade of his life;, Handel’s eyesight
got worsa and by 1754 he wae completely biind. He
digd at his Broak Street house on 147 April 1759,
He was buried in Westrninster Abbey and mare
than 3,000 peaple attended his funeral,

Hendrix's Flat

Although Jimi Hendrix's caresr only lasted four
years, he is widely regarded as one of the most
influsntial electric guitarists in the history of rock
MLSIC.

The flat on the upper floors of 23 Brock Strest was
found by Jimi's girlfriend Kathy Etchingham, when
she saw an advert in ane of the London evening

newspapers in June 1968, while he was in New
York. He mioved in briefly in _IL.|J5|I hefore retuming

1o the United States for an extensive toudr, He spant
some time decorating the flat to his own taste. He
bought curtains and cushions from the nearby John-
Lewis department store, aswell as amarments frarm
Partobello Road market and elsewhere. He told
Kathy that this was-my first real home of my own',
In January the following year, he gave a series of
press macia interviews and photo shoots inthe
flat. He also appeared on the BBC and gave two
concerts in February at the Royal Albert Hall.

In March 1949, he went back to New York again and
although Kathy stayed at Brook Street for a while
larget, Jimi did nat live there again. He disd in
Landaon in 1970, at-the age of 27, but in a hotal, not
in the Brook Street flat.

Civer the years, his flat was used as an office until

it was taken aver in 2000 by the Handel Hause
Trust. It opened 1o-the public on Wednesday 10"
February 2016,

The whale house is now a miseum snd a concert
wenua where both men's music can be heard in llve

I 1924, the Past Offics ofganized a compatitian

to design a new phane box. The winner was the
architzct Giles Gilbert Seatt, whis also desigried
Livarpanol Cathedral and the building that is now
Tate Modern, The first phone box was bulitin
London in 1926. It was painted red to make it easy
o see at a distance, a h Scatt had ariginally
slggested silver with @ blue interior, With the arrival
af mablle phones in the 215t century, prople didn't
negd phone bowes any mora, and mast of them
have new baen ramaved. Howviever, today they are
considersd design kcons of histaric Importance, and
several are now tourist attractions, including ome of
the original ones next to the Royal Academy of Arts
in Ficcadh|ly. Others have found new lves in local
communities, as mini-libraries or art galieries, and a
wary few still survive as working phones:

2. The Anglepoise lamp

Georga Carwardine was an angineer who
specialised in suspension systems for cars. He
worked far car manifacturers for several years,

but when the campany he was warking forwent
bankrupt, he decided to set up a small company on
his owr, He had a little workshop In his garden, and
there he designed a lamp which could be moved

in different directions, inspired by the human arm,
He licensed hiz design to a company which mads
the aprings for his lamps, and in 1935 they Braught
aut the threo-spring Anglepaise desk lamp. It was
an instant Buccess, and the exact same madel, the
Anglepoise 1227, [ sl made today. Carwardirne
later loped many varlations on the arginal
design, Ineluding lamps for hespital operating
theatres and _fur military aermplanes. But it s the
classic aver-popular Anglepaise 1227 which i today
eonsidered an icanic British design.

3 The Penguin book covers

Penguln books was started in 1935, al'lhr:lugl'l the
classic cover was not designad until elaven years
later, In 1935 publisher Allen Lare was at a bookstall
on a railway platfform loaking for something to read,
but he mur anly find magazines. He dacided that
people needed to be able to buy books that were

goeodquality fiction, but cheap, and not just in
traditianal bookshops but also an ml]w‘aymﬁnm
and inchain stores:

Lane wanted a dignified but amusing symbal for the
new books and his secretary suggested a panguin,
so graphic designer Edward Young was sant tno
Lendon Zoe 1o make drawings of penguing. The
first Panguin paperbacks appeared in the summer
of 1735, They included the warks of Agatha Christie
and tho Amarican writer Ernest Homingway, The
tlassic book cover was designed by Young in 1946,
The bocks were colour coded — prange for fiction,
blue for biography, and green forcrime, The way
people thought about bosks had changed forever -
the paperback revolution had begun,

The cover designs of Penguin baoks have
changed a lof over the years, but the ariginal 1944
cover, which is cansidered a design icon, was
racently brought back, and is also used on mugs,
notebooks, and ather iterms,

4 The minkekirt

The 19408 wae famous for many things frorm The
Beatles to the first rman on the moon, but the
miniskirt remains one of the decade’s most long-
lasting lcons. Mary Qisant was 2 British fashion
designer whe had a boutique colled Bazaar in

the King's Road, the most fashionable shapping
street of the time. Az a girl, she had always tried
to make herschool uniform skicts sharter, 'to be
morg exciting-looking’. In 1964, she saw 3 group
of tap dancers at 2 nearby school in very short
skirts, with socks and dance shoes. This insplred
her to create the miniskirt, which she named after
her favourite car, the Mini, However, the miniskin
was riot papular with everyane. Coca Chanel
described it a5 Justawful’, But Quant’s customers
loved it. Befare the 19605, young women had bean
