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Передмова

Дисципліна «Іноземна мова (англійська)» є обов’язковою у навчальному плані підготовки здобувачів ступеня вищої освіти бакалавра спеціальності «Журналістика» освітньої програми «Журналістика». Практична мета дисципліни полягає у формуванні у студентів професійно орієнтованих мовленнєвих компетентностей в аудіюванні, говорінні, читанні та письмі на рівні В1+ для забезпечення ефективного спілкування студентів в академічному та професійному середовищі.

У ході вивчення іноземної мови студенти повинні знати: 1) граматичні структури англійської мови, що є необхідним для гнучкого вираження відповідних функцій та понять, а також для розуміння і створення широкого кола текстів в академічній та професійній сферах; 2) лексику побутової та суспільної сфери. А також вміти: 1) аргументувати свої позиції відносно актуальних тем в академічному та професійному житті; 2) створювати чіткий, детальний монолог, використовуючи широке коле тем, пов'язаних з навчанням; 3) розуміти автентичні тексти, пов'язані з навчанням; 4) розуміти головні ідеї та знаходити необхідну інформацію у різних текстах; 5) складати тексти презентацій; 6) писати зрозумілі, деталізовані тексти.

Для більш глибокого засвоєння та систематизації граматичного матеріалу та розширення словникового запасу студентів вважається доцільним доповнення навчального комплексу “New English File Intermediate”, що є базовим підручником.

До змісту практикуму включені теми, які корелюють з тематикою основного підручника, розширюють лексичний запас та активізують найбільш вживані граматичні явища.

Практикум складається з 4 розділів, кожен з яких містить три частини. Структура кожної частини уніфікована і включає текст, який складає базу для подальшого монологічного мовлення, а також лексичні, комунікативні та граматичні вправи. Лексичні вправи спрямовані на активізацію тематичної лексики (наприклад, «Спорт», «Транспорт та подорожі», «Освіта», «Житло» тощо). Граматичні вправи активізують вживання часів та граматичних структур (модальні дієслова, умовні речення тощо). вправи комунікативної спрямованості (на розуміння тексту, обговорення) сприяють підготовці до усного (в тому числі непідготовленого) та писемного мовлення.

Вправи практикуму мають різний ступінь складності, вони розширюють знання студентів про явища, що вивчаються, і спрямовані на комплексне засвоєння мовного матеріалу та формування практичних навичок побудови висловлювань англійською мовою.

Цей практикум може бути використаний як на практичних заняттях, так і в самостійній позааудиторній роботі студентів.

1 A. Topic: Food.

( Text “Junk Food”
Read the text and then do lexical and communicative exercises.
In today’s fast-moving world, people have less and less time to spend eating, let alone cooking. It is probably for this reason that junk food has become so popular, and there’s no doubt that’s here to stay. In fact, it seems that you simply can’t get away from it. One British hotel group recently announced that its guests are able to order fast food through room service, a move which is seen by many as signifying a new era in the couch potato lifestyle. So what exactly is junk food?
Basically, it’s anything that is high in calories but lacking in nutrition. Hamburgers, crisps, chocolate bars and hot-dogs fall into this category. Pizzas, although they can have vegetable and cheese toppings, are also included as they have a lot of fat.

Obviously a diet of junk food is not the best thing for your health, particularly as it is high in saturated fat. In 1993, the Journal of the National Cancer Institute reported this type of fat to be associated with a greater risk of cancer.

Apart from the risk of cancer, another side effect of consuming highly fattening junk food is that you are likely to gain weight. This is especially true because you tend to eat more, as junk food is less satisfying and lower in vital nutrients than healthier food.

The best advice, then, for those who cannot live without their hamburgers or chocolate bars, is to limit the amount of junk food they eat. A little now and then will probably do no harm. But why have our eating habits changed? “It’s lack of time and loss of tradition”, says one expert.
He explains that people are too busy to cook and eat proper meals, so they grab whatever is available - and that is usually junk food. Also the style of life represented on TV, especially in music videos is fast. Young people pick up the idea that speed means excitement, whereas anything traditional is slow and boring. As a result they turn down traditional food and go for junk food instead.

Another alarming thing about people’s lifestyles today is that while the amount of junk food we eat has increased, the amount of exercise we do has actually decreased. Exercise plays an important part in keeping the body fit and healthy; it helps to control our weight and, if taken regularly, can also decrease our chances of having a heart attack in later life.
What is more, you don’t have to exercise much to gain visible benefits. Doctors say that twenty minutes’ exercise three times a week is all that is necessary.
Even though people, nowadays, are actually far more aware of the importance of exercise and healthy diet than they were a few years ago, the new unhealthy way of life is surprisingly popular. This is illustrated by statistics gathered by researchers over the past two decades.
Recent research has shown that young French people, who prefer burgers and chips to rich gourmet dishes, tend to become overweight. Weight gained in adolescence is extremely hard to lose in later life, so researchers are predicting that the new French generation are not going to be admired for their slim figures, as the French have traditionally been.
Researchers suggest that the new generation will be more likely to suffer from heart and liver disease. What can’t be emphasised enough is the fact that a balanced diet and regular exercise bring significant health benefits.
You can gain anything from glowing skin to an all-round feeling of health. One way or another, the vast majority of people seem to be missing out on this, due mainly to the pressures of modern life.

Ironically, if they were to make time to exercise and improve their eating habits, they would probably find that they were far better equipped to deal with their stressful lifestyles than they are now.

The British also like to play golf, baseball, hockey, grass-hockey. Various forms of athletics, such as running, jumping, swimming, boxing are also popular. You can sometimes hear that there are no winter sports in England. Of course the English weather is not always cold enough to ski, skate, or toboggan, but winter is a good season for hunting and fishing.

Englishmen are naturally polite and are never tired in saying «Thank you», «I’m sorry», «Beg your pardon». If you follow anyone who is entering a building or a room, he will hold a door open for you. Many foreigners have commented on a remarkable politeness of the English people.

English people don’t like displaying their emotions even in dangerous and tragic situations, and ordinary people seem to remain good-tempered and cheerful under difficulties.

The Englishman does not like any boasting or showing off in manners, dress or speech. Sometimes he conceals his knowledge: a linguist, for example, may not mention his understanding of a foreigner’s language.

The Englishman prefers his own house to an apartment in a block of flats, because he doesn’t wish his doing to be overlooked by his neighbours. «An Englishman’s house is his castle».

Many Englishmen help their wives at home in many ways. They clean the windows on Saturday afternoon, they often wash up the dishes after supper in the evening.
Sunday is a very quiet day in London. All the shops are closed, and so are the theatres and most of the cinemas.

Londoners like to get out of town on Sundays. The sea is not far – only fifty or sixty miles away and people like to go down to the sea in summer or somewhere to the country for skiing in winter.

“One can never consent to creep when one feels an impulse to soar”. With those words by Helen Keller (1880 – 1968) we speak about women in sports.
Powerful images came to mind, such as a solitary woman running through the desert, or whacking a tennis ball over the net, or jumping a hurdle – images of women aggressively competing, pushing the edge, and sweating. Those images and the opportunities for women to not only participate in athletics but be recognized for their achievements can be summed up in a phrase from the seventies “You’ve come a long way, baby!”

Women athletes have had to overcome what society or culture dictates as “proper” behavior for a woman.
The legendary “Babe” Didrickson Zaharias, who mastered many a sport and competed alongside men in golf, finally succumbed to wearing makeup and dresses so that society would deem her “feminine”.

In the 1992 Olympic Games, Algerian middle-distance runner Hassiba Boulmerka received threats – not support – from some people in her country. They objected to the Muslim woman running in the track and field competition dressed in shorts and a sleeveless top. She should cover herself, they said, and not run with naked legs in front of thousands of men. Hassiba replied she was an athlete and was appropriately dressed for the competitions.
It has been a long hard struggle for women. When the modern Olympic Games started in 1896, there were no women athletes. Four years later, at the Paris Olympic, Charlotte Cooper became the first woman to win a gold medal (in tennis). By the 1996 Olympics, the number of women athletes competing in those games had increased by 36 percent; unfortunately, today men still outnumber women by at least two to one in the Olympic Games.

Today in the U.S. over one-third of all female students in high schools play sports, and the number of women participating in university sports has tripled.
Women now compete in almost every sport, whether the competition is team, individual, or mixed gender. There are thousands of women athletes worldwide.

1. Instead of giving endless advice learn to listen more. Listening is an underestimated skill, and it’s easy to forget when you are worrying about other people’s problems. How many times do we say, “Oh yea, that happened to me and ….” before we give the other person a chance to explain what happened to them. Sometimes a friend may just want to talk something over with someone else to sort things out in their own mind – so listen hard to what they are saying, and try to offer advice only when you think they are asking for it.

2. We often feel we have been let down by a friend at some point in our life. Perhaps they let out a secret we trusted them to keep under wraps, or suddenly sided with the opposition during an argument. Nobody is perfect, so try to have realistic expectations. Friendships don’t develop overnight, they deepen over time as you begin to trust one another.
3. Everyone wants to be liked, but trying too hard to be popular shows. So stop worrying whether people like you or not, just get on with the business of being you. There can be a great temptation to make people like us by changing our personality to suit others. However, this can make you extremely unhappy in the long run. Of course, not everyone is going to think you are great, but the chances are the ones who don’t like the way you are, aren’t going to make particularly good friends anyway.
4. Friendships are based on trust, and if that’s betrayed, the whole relationship breaks down. If you want people to be trustworthy and honest with you then you are going to have to offer the same standards in return.

5. Many friendships break down just because one person demands too much of the other. Asking a friend for support and advice is one thing, but expecting them to organize your life for you, or get you out of every sticky situation you find yourself in, is another. Asking a friend to lie for you all the time, or talking about things they don’t want to discuss only does damage in the long run.

6. What more can we possibly say? Friendships are to be enjoyed - so make the most of them!
