· Run GraphDB as a desktop installation - for desktop users we recommend the quick installation, which comes with a preconfigured Java. This is the easiest and fastest way to start using GraphDB database.

· Run GraphDB as a stand-alone server - for production use or users of 32-bit OS we recommend installing the stand-alone server. The installation comes with a preconfigured web server. This is the standard way to use GraphDB if you plan to use the database for longer periods with preconfigured log files.
