


The Los Angeles Times is a
regional American daily
newspaper that started

publishing in Los Angeles,
California in 1881. Based in

the Greater Los Angeles area
city of El Segundo since 2018

it is the sixth-largest
newspaper by circulation in

the United States, as well as
the largest newspaper in the
western United States. Owned
by Patrick Soon-Shiong and

published by California Times,
the paper has won more than

40 Pulitzer Prizes.



The newspaper's website has sections (for example, news
about California, sports, food, etc.), and the latest news
that was covered in the paper version of the newspaper is
published. There is also an opportunity to register on the
site and read or even subscribe to the newspaper's social

networks.



The editors of the newspaper make it possible to purchase a
subscription to the electronic version of the newspaper, which is
